Our sound system, which includes main speakers, on stage monitors, mixing console and amplifiers, is suitable for theatrical 
and dance presentations as well as lectures and  audio-visual presentations. Arrangements can be made for the rental of 
microphones and other audio equipment. An in-house professional sound operator is required to operate the sound system.

Dressing Rooms 
Four dressing rooms are available, accommodating up to twenty-six people. 

Box Office 
Box Office service is available to all event producers. The box office will accept cash, cheque, Mastercard, Visa,  
American Express and Interac as payment for tickets. Ticket printing (general admission or reserved seating) includes set-up  
of the event in our computerized ticketing database. The box office is available by phone Monday 9am-5pm and Tuesday 
through Saturday 9am-9pm. For all events the box office will be open two hours prior to the event start time.
